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1. Demonstrate an understanding of the complex and diverse global systems (social,
cultural, economic, health, legal, political, and technological) and their relationship
to the natural world (environmental and physical).

2. Analyze how these systems are structured, influenced, and altered by identifying
the differential (inequitable) consequences of decisions and how they shape the
lives of people around the world.

3. Critically examine differing perspectives and experiences to understand diverse
cultures (including but not limited to class, ethnicity, gender, language, nationality,
race, and religion).

4. Apply knowledge of global issues using cultural humility and ethical engagement
to contribute to society at multiple levels — locally, regionally, nationally, and
globally.
