As a Theatre major at RWU, the stage is

your laboratory, allowing you to demonstrate,
reinforce, and master the skills you learn in the
classroom. All Theatre students take courses

in Acting, Stagecraft, Design, Musical Theatre,
Theatre History, Stage Management, and
Directing. You will also choose three courses

in Dramatic Literature, History, and Theory,
such as British Theatre and Performing Arts or Asian Drama and Dance. You may use your remaining electives to
concentrate on the Acting or Design track and/or a second major or minor.
