1. From the Roger Central homepage, locate “Housing Self-Service” tab on the left side under the 

“Academics” tab. You will be redirected to the self-service homepage (see screenshot below on left)

Checking Your Roommates and Suitemates 
 

 As you scroll down, you’ll see both your roommate (if you have one) and your suitemate (if you have one): 

 Roommate: Should be the first person listed, has same room number as you. You will share a         

bedroom with this person for the assigned term. 

 Suitemate: These are other students who you share a common space with. This would include a 

single use bathroom (Maple/Willow) or a private shared bathroom (Stonewall)
